Mainline and Ramp Closure 
The left lane on eastbound SR 836 just before NW 42nd Avenue (LeJeune Road), and the exit ramp to 
northbound NW 42nd Avenue (LeJeune Road) will be closed for bridge painting.

Street. Continue east on NW 14th Street and turn left to access northbound NW 42nd Avenue (LeJeune 
Road). 
Entrance Ramp Detour: 
Motorists traveling on northbound NW 42nd Avenue (LeJeune Road) should turn left at NW 14th Street. 
Continue west on NW 14th Street. Turn left at NW 43rd Place and curve right onto NW 13th Street. Turn left 
at NW 45th Avenue and turn right to access the ramp to westbound SR 836 on the right.
